1964:
Ward Transformer facility built 
and PCBs used on-site (1).

1978:
Contractor hired by Ward Company 
sprays 30,000 gallons of oil (with 
PCBs) along 200 miles of road-
sides in 14 counties (3).

1979: 
EPA bans PCB manufacture: 
Phases out use (4). 

1977:
Nationwide production and manufacturing 
of PCBs stopped (2).

December 9, 2003:
State health officials issue warning:  
Brier Creek fish have PCBs (9).

2005:
Ward facility ceases 
operations  (11).

April 30, 2003:
Ward Transformer 
Superfund site included 
on the NPL (8). 

September 5, 2002: 
Ward site proposed for National 
Priorities List (NPL) (7). 

May 21, 2004:
Fishermen alerted to PCBs;    
Lake Crabtree posts warning (10).

July 5, 2007:
First cleanup action at Ward 
Transformer Superfund site 
initiated (12).
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1993:
EPA collects water and oil 
samples from the Ward site for 
investigation (5).

1998:
EPA inspectors find dirt, mud and ash contaminated with 
PCBs and other contaminants at Ward’s headquarters (6).
